Student Reading and 
Math Achievement

Progress Monitoring, small group 
and whole group assessments and 
analyzing student data to measure 
growth or to make shifts with 
instruction. Students measure 
growth with the Minnesota 
Comprehension Assessments 
(MCA) in reading and math given 
each spring.

Student Engagement 
and Questioning

Increasing the number of staff who are 
Catalyst certified by the end of the 
school year. Work with staff to increase 
higher level questioning techniques with 
instruction.

Student Emotional Learning
Student surveys given in the fall and 
spring with the goal of increasing 
student percentages who feel and have 
experienced positive character growth.
