Attendance

The following are guidelines for what might constitute absenteeism likely to have an impact on achievement.  However, it is essential that reasons for absences be known (i.e., see #2 and #3 below).

	1st through 3rd Grade
	(Absences and/or out-of-school, disciplinary suspensions of 20 or more days;          or . . .

(A pattern of absences and/or out-of-school, disciplinary suspensions over elementary grades in the range of 30-45 days at the time of the evaluation

	4th through 5th Grade
	A pattern of absences and/or out-of-school, disciplinary suspensions over two or more school years that exceeds 55 days 

	6th through 12th Grade
	(A pattern of absences and/or out-of-school, disciplinary suspensions that exceeds 20 days per year for 3 or more school years;   or . . .

(A pattern of absences and/or out-of-school, disciplinary suspensions in 1st - 5th grade that exceeds 55 days;     or . . .
(A pattern of absences and/or out-of-school, disciplinary suspensions of 15 days or more per school year over 5 or more school years.


Attendance (continued)

2.
Poor attendance or absenteeism is not the result of chronic or acute health conditions documented in the student’s health file or as a result of hospitalizations due to injury or illness.  It is assumed that students who are hospitalized due to serious injury or illness have received educational services in the hospital or home setting.  

3.
A marked change in a student’s pattern of attendance may signal a mental health or chemical abuse problem.  In these situations, the absenteeism is symptomatic of the real problem and may not be an exclusionary factor. 
Mobility

The following are guidelines for what might constitute mobility likely to have an impact on achievement. 

This is intended to provide information about patterns across a student’s school career.

	Grade
	Number of Moves

	Kindergarten through 1st Grade
	Student moved one or more times during either school year, inclusive of parent determination to home school or place the student in a non-public school. 

	2nd through 5th Grade
	Student moved 3 or more times during these years, inclusive of parent determination to home school or place the student in a non-public school. 

	6th through 12th Grade
	(Student moved 4 or more times during elementary school years;   or . .
(Student moved more than 1 time during any single school year and moved 3 or more times during elementary years.
