Be sure to choose a topic and narrow to fit the 4-6 minute time window.  Please spare us from boring or mundane details.  Make it exciting and find interesting and relevant information for your speech.

Evaluation:

You will be evaluated on how organized your speech is (introduction, body, and conclusion), how well you deliver it, and if you fulfill your purpose.  Be sure to give us a preview in the introduction of your main points and lead us through your speech telling when you move from main point to main point.  IT IS CRUCIAL THAT YOU CITE YOUR INFORMATION FROM OUTSIDE SOURCES IN YOUR SPEECH.  Your speech will be worth 150 points.
