Description: Intermediate Algebra with College Foundations is a 3-trimester course that earns students 1 total math
credit and 0.5 total elective credits (.33 and .17 each trimester, respectively). Students will earn 2 separate grades
for this course — 1 Intermediate Algebra grade and 1 College Foundations grade.

This course focuses on extending linear algebra concepts and preparing students for Advanced Algebra. The elective
credit of College Foundations will help students better prepare for the demands of high school and college through
topics such as growth mindset, organization, and study habits.
