RESPONSIBLILITIES FOR PSYCHOLOGY I

The following is a summary of the expectations and requirements for Psychology I.  Read this and share it with your parents.  It is your responsibility to ask questions if you do not understand the course requirements.

ATTENDANCE
It is important that you are in class.  The learning that occurs in many of the lectures and discussions cannot be duplicated in readings.  If you happen to miss a day of class, it is your responsibility to find out what you missed.  You are responsible for all information presented in this class.  If you are truant, you will receive a zero for all work completed that day and will not be given an opportunity to make it up.
TARDY POLICY
Tardiness will result in 30 minutes detention for each tardy, after the third, to be made up either before or after school or by an in-class activity.  If detention is not served by the end of the quarter an incomplete will be given until the time is made up.

CELL PHONES

Cell phone use (phone calls or text-messaging) is NOT permitted in class.  Cell phone use will result in the loss of your phone, which will be handed over to your House Principal.

GRADING POLICY
It is my belief that every student can be successful in this course if they take advantage of the opportunities presented to them.

An I/F indicates that the student has missing work or has not attained the 60% of his/her points.  A student has two weeks after a term has ended to complete the work for a passing grade, to be determined by the teacher.

Grading of work for this course includes:

Written assignments and projects will be graded.  To achieve maximum points, work must be turned in on time.  Late work will not earn full credit.  (1 day to 1 week late = ½ off, more than one week late = only worth one point)  Even though you are encouraged to share ideas with others, make sure that the final product of all your assignments is your own.

Notes are required for each chapter covered or assigned in the course.  Answering goal chapter questions will serve as replacement for notes.  You may do whichever is more beneficial to you.  Notes (or chapter questions) are due on the day of the test and will be graded at that time.

Quizzes will be given during each chapter to help you prepare for the chapter test.

4.
Most tests will include both objective and subjective sections.  There is no retesting in this course.  Be prepared to do your best on the day the test is scheduled.  If absent, you will have one week from your return to take the test.  All tests must be taken for a successful completion of this course.

5.
Extra credit will be available but all required work must be in to receive full credit.

It is important for you to realize that no grade will be given until all books have been returned and/or fines paid.
