Herzlich willkommen in Deutsch 3!  I am very pleased that you have chosen to expand your knowledge of the German language and culture!  Here are the goals and expectations I have for this class:

Goals:

· To achieve competency in the German language at an advanced level in the areas of, to name a few, family & relationships, vacations/travel, health, German film and others.  You will communicate on these topics by listening, reading speaking and writing.

· To understand German culture through activities and readings.

· To further expand your knowledge of German grammar concepts.

Expectations:

· Respect for everyone in the class and for other people’s property.

· Attendance.  On time and prepared (book, pen/pencil, notebook, 3-ring binder).  You will be counted Tardy if you are not inside the door when the bell rings.  After 3 tardies I will call home, the 4th tardy will be a referral to your AP.

· No food in the classroom!  You may have bottled water, no pop or sports drinks.

· Effort/Participation.  Remember, you have to use the language to learn it!  This includes speaking German as much as possible. You will find that the more you use it, it easier it will become. Being a part of class discussions and using your German both with me and your fellow students are good ways to practice speaking the language.  You don’t have to always say something correctly, it’s more the fact that you are trying.  Say it right, say it wrong, but say it!!
Make up work/Retests:


It is YOUR responsibility to find out what you missed after an absence.  You may take one retest on major tests.  All make up tests/quizzes and retakes can be taken before or after school within 10 school days of the original test date!  The highest grade you can get on a retest is 85%.
Extra help:


If you find you need some extra help on something we are working on in class, i.e. grammar, you can schedule a time to meet with me before (Trimester 3) or after school Trimester 2).  Please don’t be afraid to ask, I’m more than willing to help!
Grading:


Grades will be based on a percentage of points earned throughout the term in the areas of:  tests, quizzes, daily homework, projects and performances.  The final test is worth 20% of your grade.  Your grade will be weighted on the following areas:

Performances/Projects:

· All performances are done in class and are either written or oral.  Most are group performances so attendance is needed on the day of the performance.  Being absent may result in loss of credit if not cleared with me first.

· Projects are mostly done in class but may require additional time to complete at home or after school.
Class Participation:


To really learn a language, it must be used as much as possible.  Daily participation is essential to gaining a good understanding of the language. 
Homework:


All homework is due at the beginning of the hour.  Full credit it given to absent work, but half credit is given to late work if it is done well and turned in the next day.  Homework is a big part of learning language.  For this reason, it is important to do homework every day!  Part of this daily homework includes reviewing vocabulary and phrases learned that day and on previous days for at least 15-20 minutes per day!
