
Minnesota (Dakota and Ojibwe) 
● Between Fences 

○  ​Short video series in which Dakota and Ojibwe people discuss the concept of a 
"fence" as it applies to borders, connections to land, bridging divides, and things 
that have been stolen. Includes teacher question guide.  

● Why Treaties Matter  
○ A virtual exhibit which explains the special relationship between Federally 

Recognized Tribes and the U.S. Government. This exhibit focuses specifically on 
tribes in MN. The exhibit resources include ​ educator guides​ and a ​ video library​.  

Dakota: 
● U.S. Dakota War  

○ An interactive website regarding the Dakota people in MN specifically focusing on 
events leading up to, and the aftermath of the U.S.-Dakota War.  

● Bdote Memory Map 
○ An interactive map exploring MN geography from a Dakota perspective, including 

their connections to traditional places. 
● Know Where You Are- Bdote 

○ 17 minute video that guides viewers on a tour of several Dakota sites in the Twin 
Cities. 

Ojibwe 
● Waasa Inaabidaa: We Look in All Directions 

○ A six-part documentary about Ojibwe culture and history. 
● Intersecting Ojibwe, Art Curriculum 

○ Lesson plans created by k-8 teachers in northern Minnesota, in collaboration with 
the UMN and Ojibwe elders. Most lessons focus on Ojibwe culture although 
some lessons represent other tribes. Lessons are art-based hands on activities.

culture.

○ A website which explores the lives and experiences of American Indian Code
