• Brief	
  biography	
  about	
  the	
  artist’s	
  childhood.	
  
• Brief	
  biography	
  about	
  the	
  artists	
  training.	
  
• Explain	
  the	
  style	
  or	
  what	
  makes	
  this	
  artist	
  unique	
  or	
  looked	
  up	
  to	
  
as	
  an	
  artist.	
  

• Share	
  some	
  works	
  that	
  the	
  artist	
  is	
  famous	
  for.	
  If	
  possible	
  share	
  
some	
  visuals	
  in	
  your	
  presentation	
  about	
  her/him.	
  

• Share	
  anything	
  else	
  that	
  you	
  think	
  is	
  interesting	
  about	
  the	
  artist.	
  
• Include	
  where	
  you	
  found	
  your	
  information.	
  	
  You	
  cannot	
  simply	
  
cut/paste	
  from	
  another	
  source	
  but	
  must	
  put	
  it	
  in	
  your	
  own	
  words.

• If	
  typed,	
  it	
  must	
  be	
  in	
  Times	
  New	
  Roman	
  12	
  point	
  and	
  written	
  
single-­‐spaced.	
  

• If	
  hand	
  written,	
  write	
  on	
  each	
  line	
  and	
  do	
  not	
  write	
  overly	
  large.	
  
• If	
  typed,	
  no	
  less	
  than	
  one	
  and	
  a	
  half	
  pages.	
  If	
  hand	
  written,	
  no	
  less	
  
than	
  two	
  pages.
