Course Description:
This course is the first part of the required 11th grade English credit. In English 11, American Literature is the focus, with aspects of both literature and composition covered. Students will develop their writing skills by using a writing process to complete multi-paragraph essays that center on purpose, audience, development, structure, and style. We will also focus on written and oral practical communication skills. We will discuss literary techniques and rhetorical devices and students will use their understanding of these to comprehend, respond to, interpret, and evaluate fiction and non-fiction selections. Students will learn about and read examples from Native Americans, Puritans, Rationalists, and Romanticists. We will be examining what these cultures valued and what their “American Dream” looked like.
