SUMMARY OF RESPONSIBILITIES
The Data Integration Manager will act as lead designer of strategies for effectively utilizing data
systems.

DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES

e Develop, communicate, and coordinate the overall strategy for data integration with
various departments and develops processes to guide decision-making throughout the
organization.

e Establish and maintain data integration practices and processes that meet the ever-
growing needs of the organization by providing data efficiently to applications and end-
users in a timely and effective manner.

e Responsible for the professional learning needs of the data integration team.

e Coordinate the projects and workloads of the data integration team.

e Provide analysis of complicated and interdependent data systems and recommends
changes in technology and human processes.

e Use modern data strategies to integrate data shared across legacy, new development, and
purchased package environment.

e Manage processes designed to allow the rest of the organization to obtain data in a
manner that supports their decision-making.

e Design and maintain an effective identity management strategy that efficiently delivers a
robust single sign on and account provisioning solution.

e Create and maintain technical documentation of the solution, and interact and work
within a team environment.

e Work closely with the Data Operations Manager to ensure the smooth operations in area
of responsibility.

e Performs other tasks and duties as assigned by the Director of Technology and
Information Services.

SUPERVISORY RESPONSIBILITIES

Directly supervises Education Data Coordinators. Under the direction of the Director of
Technology and Information Services has the responsibility for direction, coordination,
evaluation and supervision of these employees in accordance with School District policies and
applicable laws. Responsibilities include interviewing, hiring, and training employees; planning,
assigning, and directing work; appraising performance; rewarding and disciplining employees;
addressing complaints and resolving problem.
